3. demonstrate minimum five years of experience in an educational setting in the field of certification

4. verify current membership in a professional-education organization

5. demonstrate ways they make students with disabilities feel welcome, successful, and an integral part of their classrooms through one or more of the following:

a. provide curriculum and classroom environmental adaptations and/or modifications;

b. take the initiative in seeking quality programming which will include ALL students in the classroom;

c. exhibit exemplary and innovative performance over a period of time of integrating students with disabilities.

ONLY the Missouri Chapters/Subdivisions listed on the back are eligible to nominate an individual.  The following information must be submitted to the Missouri CEC Awards Committee:

includes a written description of no more than three (3) typewritten pages of the outstanding professional contributions of the nominee in integrating students with and without disabilities

3. letters of recommendation from each of the following:

· a principal or other administrator,

· a special educator, and

· a parent of a student with disabilities.
