Carl Smith, Ph.D.





Iowa State University

Dr. Smith has spent most of his professional career working on issues related to serving students with emotional or behavioral disorders. He currently is a member of the faculty at Iowa State University and chairs the Department of Curriculum and Instruction. From 2002 through 2007 he served as Co-Director of the Iowa Behavioral Alliance, a collaborative five-year federally funded grant administered through the Iowa Department of Education. The Alliance involved many Iowa stakeholders including family-led organizations, colleges and universities, mental health professionals, educators and administrators in addressing issues such as positive behavioral supports, mental health services for children and youth and school drop-out challenges.

 “ADVOCATING FOR STUDENTS WITH BEHAVIORAL CHALLENGES: BALANCING OUR PERSONAL AND PROFESSIONAL LIVES”

Students with Behavioral Challenges, particularly those who may be described as emotionally or behaviorally disordered, continue to be a group of students who present many controversies to our educational community. Some of these challenges may be considered more professional such as determining what constitutes evidence-based interventions or the least restrictive environment for such youth. Coupled with these professional issues are the more personal side of serving these youth that includes the feelings we have when confronted with hostile or aggressive behavior or our frustration with colleagues who may refuse to give this student a fair chance to turn their behavior around. These are the types of issues that will be the focus of this session.
